Reserve and a road bike ride extending through the Reserve and out into the Wellington 

countryside. The event is organised by the Mt Arthur Challenge Committee, on behalf of the Mt 

Arthur Reserve Trust. All Committee and Trust members are volunteers. 

The Mt Arthur Reserve is a mountainous bush land public recreation reserve located adjacent to the 

township of Wellington, NSW and is managed by the Mt Arthur Reserve Trust. 

The event returned in 2015 and was a great success attracting 358 registered competitors plus 

spectators from across the Central West and beyond and the feedback from the event was 

overwhelmingly positive. The weather on the day of the event can only be described as atrocious - 

yet the competitors still came and they still gave overwhelmingly positive feedback.  

Our post event feedback survey saw over 90% of respondents rate the event in the two highest 

response categories, indicating a high level of satisfaction with the event.  Importantly, over 94% of

encouraging, especially given the weather conditions were less than desirable on the day. 

The focus of the Challenge is to promote the Reserve, encourage use of the Reserve in a healthy and 

sustainable way and promote physical fitness and attract visitors to Wellington. The event also aims 

to raise funds for the continued management of the Reserve for the local community.
